 Entry page/welcome message to new visitors 
 

o This message is displayed whenever a new Web user logs into a county section and is 
also housed in the “About FLVEC” section for easy reference. 

o This space also allows for sponsor logo(s) that can be linked to sponsor site(s). 
 

 Sponsorship link on all main topic pages 
 

o All topic landing pages and search pages feature “Sponsored by” message and link to 
sponsor site(s). 
 

 Control of “Top Links” featured pages 
 

o On the homepage for each county, six rotating images showcase featured links of 
interest to visitors.  Two of these links can direct users to special programs, offerings 
and initiatives of sponsors’ choosing.  County sponsors are able to change the links 
each month to spotlight different programs. 

 

 Automation of site administration 
 

o The sophisticated back-end of the FLVEC database will be maintained by FLVEC staff 
including approval of appropriate links, and reviewing and fixing broken links. 

o All contact data collected from new submitted links will be made available to sponsors 
for use in direct outreach to local business providers. 

 

 Partner Status 
 

o Links in the FLVEC database submitted by county sponsors will be listed as a Partner 
and displayed at the top section of relevant topic keyword search results. 

 

 Personalized Promotional Materials 
 

o County sponsors receive a digital PDF of the FLVEC promotional brochure customized 
with their logo to distribute electronically or have printed at the sponsor’s expense.
